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Each year in January you receive a notice of assessment from the BC Assessment Authority advising you of the taxable value of your property.  Please note that if you disagree with the value, you must appeal directly to the Assessment Authority in January. The taxable value of your property will determine how much tax you pay. The property tax rate is applied to the taxable value to determine the amount of taxes charged against your property.  

Your property tax notice includes a number of different tax levies.  Municipal governments act as collector on behalf of other governments and agencies that are authorized to collect revenue through property taxes. The Village of Fruitvale Council controls the RESIDENTIAL TAX LEVIES and SEWER PARCEL TAX only.  
The actual tax levies are explained below:

School – This tax is set by the Provincial Government in support of funding for public education.

Police Tax – This tax is set by the Provincial Government in support of funding for policing services.

General Municipal – This tax is levied and controlled by the Village of Fruitvale Council.  It provides funds to support the various services the Village provides; for example, streets and roads, sidewalks, street lighting, snow clearing, Village parks, bowling lanes, garbage service, building inspection, animal control, land use planning, sewer, storm drainage, etc. (see over for breakdown).
RDKB – This tax is set by the Regional District of Kootenay Boundary.   Taxes are collected in support of regional services like fire, cemetery, recreation, library, regional parks and recycling.  
Regional Hospital – This tax is set by the WKB Regional Hospital District.  Taxes are collected in support of capital health projects in the Kootenay Boundary health region.

BCAA – This tax is set by the BC Assessment Authority.  Taxes are collected to support the BC Assessment Authority which is responsible for independently establishing the taxable value of properties in BC.
MFA – This tax is set by the Municipal Finance Authority.  Taxes are collected to support the Municipal Finance Authority which is responsible for all capital debt issuing on behalf of BC municipalities.

Sewer Parcel Tax – This rate is set by the Village of Fruitvale Council for debt repayment and capital works for the sewer system. Operating costs are covered by sewer user fees (charged in March of each year).
Water Parcel Tax – This rate is set by the Regional District of Kootenay Boundary, owners of the Fruitvale & District Water System. It is collected for debt repayment and capital works for the water system. Operating costs are covered by water user fees (charged in March of each year).
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The following provides additional information with respect to the property tax levies and how they are used. The estimated increase in 2011 property taxes is 3%.  However, the actual amount of your increase or decrease is directly affected by the change in your assessment.  If your assessment increased more than the average (1.6%), you may experience a higher increase. Similarly, if your assessment did not increase as much as the average, then you may experience a lesser increase or decrease in taxes.

The Village of Fruitvale will spend  approximately $2.2 million on Village services in 2011 and collect approximately $1.7 million to transfer to other levels of government or agencies.
